When to use:

a. Need statistics or information from a state or local government department.

b. Need a scholarly article on original research or additional references that point to other relevant
research on a particular topic.

c. Need a brief overview or background information on a topic you are not familiar with.
d. Need an article on a popular or recent topic written for a general audience.

e. Need an in-depth treatment of a topic that can be checked out of the library.

f. Need an up-to-date local news article.
g. Need a first hand account of a specific event or original research.
h. Need the most current news, opinions on various issues, company information, or online

resources provided through JSRCC Libraries.

i. Need a second hand account of events.
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
